The Westindisch Huis ("West India House") is the former headquarters of the Dutch West India ColMeakinfische
CompagnieWIC) in Amsterdam. In this building, the WIC's governors in 1625 ordered the construction of a fort on tf
island of Manhattan, laying the foundations for New York City.

The Westindisch Huis is located on the Herenmarkt a small square between the Haarlemmerstraat and Brouwersgr:
